I am so sorry that I could not be with all of you tonight...and I am so
jealous because we - (my daughter Ireland and myself) - simply love it
up there.........the next best thing to being in Africa. But, I am thrilled
that all of you are here to honor two of the most beautiful and
dedicated people that I have ever had the privilege of meeting and
getting to know. Truly...Pat Derby and Ed Stewart invited me into an
experience that otherwise, I never would have had in my lifetime.
